The Petition must be FULLY COMPLETED and typed or printed neatly in ink. A service (physical) address as well as a mailing 
address is required for all properties including rural properties and mob ile homes/trailer parks. 

The attached petition covers all causes of action in an Eviction Suit such as owner wants possession, suits for back rent, and breach of 
lease by tenant. 

An Eviction Suit may be joined with a uit for back rent only. The amount actually owed must be $20,000 or less. No late fees or 
damages to the property may be included. For those actions ask for Justice Court Small Claims Case information. 

What must be filed?

Always keep track of your case numbers so that you can refer to them when calling our office regarding your case. The case number 
wil l be on your receipt. 

As Plaintiff, if you no longer wish to pursue your case you must notify the Court in writing as soon as possible and at least one day 
prior to the day of trial and to avoid the sheriff or constable attempting service to those where service is not necessary. The fax 
number for the Court is (325)659-6459. 



DISCOVERY: ANY AND ALL PRE TRIAUPRE-JUDGMENT-DISCOVERY MUST BE APPRO\ED BY THE COURT. 
PLEASE REFER TO SECTION 500.09 OF THE NEW RULES. 

RULE 501.4 REQUIRES YOU, AS PLAINTIFF OR DEFEN DANT, TO SERVE THE OTHER PARTY W ITH ANYTHING 
FILED WIT H THE COURT IN TH E MANNE R PRESCRIB ED BY TH IS RULE. 

Should you be granted possession of the property and the defendant fails to move or fails to appeal to the County Court within 5 days, 
you may request a Writ of Possession ordering the defendant to move. The Writ may be requested (in writing) at the begin ning of 
the 61h day following the date the Judgment was signed by the Judge. 

This court does not collect the money judgment for you nor can we force an ind igent defendant to pay the j udgment. If you receive a 
judgment against the defendant, this court can issue various instruments to assist you in collecting the judgment. IT IS 
RECOMMENDED THAT YOU CONSUL TWIT H AN ATTORNE Y FORTH ESE PROCESSES. You may req uest an Abstract 
of Judgment, Writ of Execution Writ of Garnishment, and Turnover Order. 

An Abstract Judgment puts a lien on any real property the defendant may own in a part icu lar county where the Abstract is recorded . 
The Abstract is only valid in the county or counties where it is recorded. This can be obtained ten days after the date the judgment is 
signed. 

The Writ of Execution may be obtained thirty days after the judgment is signed. This document will authori ze the Sheriff or 
Constabl e to seize any assets belonging to the defendant that are subject to this writ. Those assets are then auctioned at a public sale 
and the proceeds are applied to the j udgment. 

A Writ of Ga rn ishment is also available 30 days after the final j udgment has been signed. This Garn ishment proceeding is a separate 
suit wherein you are the plaintiff and the defendant's bank becomes the defendant. You are actually suing the bank in which the 
original defendant has his bank account. You are warning the said bank to freeze the monetary assets of his account and to appear and 
make answer to the Garnishment suit. An attorney is requi red. 

A Turnover Order is available after the judgment is signed and its purpose is to provide a court-ordered means of reaching property 
which cannot easily be reached through ordinary legal process and which is exempt from attachment, execution , etc. A n attorney 
should be used because the courts clerical staff will not be able by law to assist you in drafting the documents that are necessary. 

A Subpoena may be requested if you need a witness(s) in your case. Except as provided by Section 22.002, a witness is entitled to 
$10 dollars for each day the witness attends court. This fee includes the entitlement for travel and the witness is not entitled to any 
reimbursement for mileage traveled. The party who summons the witness shall pay that witness 's fee for one day, as provided by 
this section, at the time the subpoena is served on the witness. The witness fee must be taxed in the bill of costs as other costs.
